OAA CHEERLEADING GUIDELINES (Revised 11/15/10)

1. In all OAA contests it is the responsibility of the home team to provide a “greeter” for the visiting cheerleaders.

2. Home schools are responsible for providing visiting cheerleading teams with information about facility restrictions, mounting restrictions and any other unusual situations.

3. The OAA recognizes the importance of continual reinforcement of good sportsmanship practices.  It is expected that OAA cheerleading teams will be very visible examples in maintaining and promoting good sportsmanship.

4. All cheerleading team members will be permitted to bring water bottles into OAA League member school gymnasiums on basketball game days.  Water bottles must have secured tops.

League Champion will be determined by adding together placement points awarded at the three league sponsored events.  A League Champion will be named for all 3 Divisions at the conclusion of the season.  Medals will be awarded at the post season coaches meeting. No awards or trophies will be awarded at the OAA Tournament.

In case of a tie for points at the conclusion of the league tournament, adding the total score sheet points from all 3 league sponsored competitions will serve as the tie-breaker rule for determining an overall league champion as well as final placement for all teams within their respective divisions.

All results from League meet and OAA Tournament must be faxed to the AD in charge of the Competitive Cheerleading Committee.  Verification and accumulation of points collected during the season will be verified at the post season meeting prior to Divisional Champions being named.

6. Awards – distribution will be as follows:

No medals will be distributed during the fall season

42 Medals distributed at the end of the winter season (2 per team) - only teams that are MHSAA and school sponsored Competitive Cheer will be eligible for these medals and participate in the end of season OAA Tournament.
Remainder of medals are awarded to schools based on placement in their division from points accumulated during the three (3) league sponsored events.

6      Medals – 1st place in points (18 total medals)

5      Medals – 2nd place in points (15 total medals)

4      Medals – 3rd place in points (12 total medals)

3      Medals – 4th place in points ( 9 total medals)

2      Medals – 5th place in points (6 total medals)

7. OAA Format:

i. Divisional alignment will be reviewed on a two year basis by the AD competitive cheerleading committee. Changes will be based upon the OAA Division Alignment bylaws.

· Consideration of number of teams that each school is able to field per season

· Average score tabulated using all three (3) OAA meets per season. Total score from two seasons will be calculated and those calculations of average scores will determine the order of divisions for next alignment.

· Every attempt will be made to have equal number of teams in each of the three divisions

· Professional judgement

ii. JV and Freshman teams will compete in the same division as Varsity.  All divisions will use the MHSAA 3 round format.  JV and freshman teams will only compete in the OAA Tournament.

iii. OAA League will sponsor two (2) League Meets per year per division.  Any school hosting these league meets will be responsible to cover all cost for the meet, but any revenue generated will be retained by that school.  It is recommended that the start time for weekday meets are either 6:30pm or 7:00 pm. Only Varsity teams will compete at these meets.

iv. OAA will sponsor one (1) League Tournaments – all divisions will compete at one (1) site – host school will determine division competition order.  OAA will provide a budget of $3,200.00 (tournament site) to cover costs.

v. Host schools will be determined on a two year rotation basis. 

vi. Scoring for all divisions will be done separately

vii. Male cheerleaders will not be permitted to perform in any of the rounds

viii. Music will not be included in any of the rounds.
